About the Armed Forces Sports Program

The Armed Forces Sports (AFS) program was officially established as the Inter-service Sports
Council (ISSC) in November 1947. The ISSC was directly involved in the creation of new
policy and procedures that paved the way for Armed Forces personnel to continue training
and competing national, Olympic, and international competitions, such as the Conselil
International du Sport Militaire (CISM) World Military Championships.

Today, the Armed Forces Sports program still serves as the culmination of each branch of
Services' sports and fithess program. Service members participate and compete at unit level
intramurals and advance to the All-Service level, which competes in Armed Forces and CISM,
as well as in national and international competitions.

The Armed Forces Sports program offers 25 men’s and women’s team and individual sports;
annually conducts 16 Armed Forces Sports Championships and 9 qualifying events/trial
camps; and competes in 9 U.S. national and 16 CISM World Military Championships
annually.

The objectives of Armed Forces Sports are to promote goodwill and a positive image of the
Armed Service; provide incentive and encouragement of physical fithess through competitive
sports; provide a venue for military athletes to participate in national and international
competitions; and to engage in valuable military-to-military opportunities with CISM member
nations through sport. Lastly, Armed Forces Sports program directly contributes to the
recruitment, retention, and readiness of Service members.

Operating under Department of Defense Instruction (DODI) 1330.4, the Armed Forces
Program is under the purview of the Principle Deputy, Under Secretary of Defense for
Personnel and Readiness (PDUSD (P&R)); which provides policy guidance and oversight
concerning the participation of members of the Armed Forces in national and international
amateur sports competitions. Reporting to PDUSD (P&R) through the Deputy Assistant
Secretary of Defense for Military Community and Family Policy and responsible for the
management and operation of the Armed Forces Sports Program is the Senior Military Sports
Advisor (SMSA). The SMSA position rotates every four years.

The Armed Forces Sports Council (AFSC) is the governing body of the Armed Forces Sports
Program and is comprised of the MWR Directors from the Army, Marine Corps, Navy, Air
Force, and Coast Guard. Serving as the executive agent for the Department of Defense, the
Council establishes procedures for the organization and administration on all matters
pertaining to the Armed Forces Sports participation in national and international athletic
events (includes competitions, dual-competitions, scrimmages, and practices).

The Armed Forces Sports Working Group normally consists of the Service Sports directors of
their respective branch of Service. The Working Group is the staffing body of the AFSC and
performs such duties as directed by the AFSC.

The Armed Forces Sports Council Secretariat office serves a number of functions on behalf of
the AFSC. This includes but not limited to the direct liaison between CISM and the United
States Chief of Delegation/AFSC; liaison between the United States Olympic Committee and
the U.S. national governing bodies for each sport; and provides administrative and logistical
support for all U.S. Armed Forces teams.

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About CISM

Founded on 18 February 1948, CISM (also known as the International Military Sports
Council) is one of the largest multidisciplinary organizations in the world second only to the
International Olympic Committee. Using the motto "Friendship through Sport", CISM uses the
playing field to unite Armed Forces of nations that may have previously confronted each other
because of political and ideological difference. The ultimate goal is to contribute to world
peace by uniting armed forces through sports as well as promote solidarity and technical
assistance within nations.

Since its inception, CISM has expanded from the original five member nations to 134, with the
United States joining in 1951. There are approximately 20 World Military World
Championships conducted each year with the United States delegation competing with 300
athletes in nearly 16 events annually. Currently, the U.S. hosts one or two CISM Military
World Championships each year and remains one of the most active nations with the CISM
organization.

The participation in CISM provides a vital link for the United States to be engaged with
countries around the globe in a positive manner through Mil-to-Mil engagements and has
been recognized by the Department of Defense as a valuable Security Cooperation Tool. In
March 2009, CISM and the U.S. Southern Command signed a “Proclamation of Partnership”
recognizing the common goal of preventing conflict and promoting peace and friendship
throughout the region.

CISM represents the highest level of military athletic competitiveness, which often includes
Olympians and World Champions. Every four years, CISM brings together several of the
CISM World Championships under one venue called the Military World Games. The Military
World Games was first held in Rome in 1995 and is held one year prior to the Summer
Olympic Games. In 2015, South Korea hosted the sixth edition of the Games in Mungyeong.
The U.S. sent a delegation of 243 military athletes and DOD Civilian coaches and support
staff to compete in 16 sports. The 2015 Military World Games boasted 118 participating
nations with over 7,000 athletes from around the world.

BOULDER, Colorado (Feb. 9. 2015) -- The All-
Army men swept the top six spots and the
women claimed four of their top six positions
as the black and gold dominated the 2015
Armed Forces Cross Country Championships
on Feb. 7 at Flatirons Golf Course.

The Army men's dominance marked the first
time in U.S. Armed Forces Cross Country
history that a team has swept the top six
spots, said Ken Polk, Armed Forces Sports
program manager.

Army Reserve Pfc. Stanley Kebenei of
Fayetteville, Arkansas, won the men's 12-
kilometer race in 37 minutes, 28 seconds.
Spc. Caroline Jepleting of Landstuhl, Germany, won the women's eight-kilometer race in 30:01.

The Armed Forces Championships were run in conjunction with the USA Track and Field Winter Nation-
al Cross Country Championships and the top six finishers in both races automatically qualified for Team
USA at the International Amateur Athletics Federation 2015 World Cross Country Championships,
scheduled for March 28 in Guiyang, China.

U.S. Army World Class Athlete Program runner Spc. Augustus Maiyo of Fort Carson, Colorado, was sec-
ond among Armed Forces men with a time of 37:29, followed by Spc. Emmanual Bor (38:47) of Fort
Bliss, Texas, WCAP Spc. Aron Rono (38:52) of Fort Carson, Spc. Samuel Kosgei (39:38) of Fort Riley,
Kansas, and Spc. Laban Sialo (39:55) of Fort Carson.

The top five finishers for each squad counted in the Armed Forces men's team scoring. The Army men
won with 15 points, followed by Air Force (37), Navy (46) and Marine Corps (55).

Navy Lt. Amanda Rice (31:00) of Naval Air Facility Atsugi, Japan, was second among Armed Forces
women, followed by Pfc. Susan Tanui (31:05) of Fort Riley, Kansas. First Lt. Chelsea Prahl (fifth in 31:22)
of Joint Base Lewis-McChord, Washington, and former WCAP Maj. Emily Potter (sixth in 31:43) of Fort
Bragg, North Carolina, rounded out the All-Army women's scoring.

The top four finishers for each squad counted in the Armed Forces women's team scoring. The Army
women prevailed with 15 points, followed by Air Force (60), Navy (60) and Marine Corps (71).

Chris Derrick of Portland, Oregon, won the USA open men's division with a time of 36:18, and was fol-
lowed by Robert Curtis (36:48) of Rochester, Michigan, and Dathan Ritzenhein (36:51) of Belmont, Michi-
gan. Kebenei and Maiyo finished eighth and ninth, respectively, and may advance to the world champi-
onships as alternates.

This is the 2nd consecutive year and fourth time in five years that a soldier captured the top men’s spot in the
Marine Corps Marathon. In 2014, Army had both the top male and top female winners.

Army’s dominance of the Armed Forces Championship continued this year as they won their fifth consecutive
Men’s Armed Forces Team gold medal with a total score of 15 points. Navy (26 points) took team silver with Air
Force (56 points) and Marine Corps (64 points) placing third and fourth respectively.

Team scores are determined by the overall Armed Forces place, with the lowest scores determining the winner.

For the first time since 2004, the Marine Corps returned to top of the podium, with the Women capturing gold in
the Armed Forces Championship.

Leading the Marines was Capt. Christine Taranto of Monterey, Calif. with a time of 2:53:30, placing 2nd overall
in the Marine Corps Marathon Women'’s Division and 1st in the Armed Forces Championship.

Taranto became the first Marine female to reach the top-three since 2004.

“To come in the overall top three on the home course, it just feels good to represent the Marine Corps,” said
Taranto.

Rounding out the Armed Forces medalist was Air Force 1st Lt. Magin Day of Ramstein, Germany (2:56:28) and
Army’s 1st Lt. Chelsea Prahl of Joint Base Lewis-McChord, Wash. (2:56:49).

After competing at the 6th Conseil International du Sport Militaire (CISM) World Military World Games two
weeks earlier, Air Force Lt. Col. Brenda Schrank of placed fifth overall in the Armed Forces Championship with a
time of 2:52:32, giving Air Force the edge to take the Armed Forces team silver. Army placed third with 12 points
followed by Navy taking fourth with 20 team points.

The Armed Forces Championship has been held in conjunction with the Marine Corps Marathon since 1998.
Last year, the Armed Forces competitors took the top three men finishers and first and third female places in the
overall marathon competition.

In 2006, the Armed Forces Championship separated the men and women competitions for the first time, where it
had previously been a combined men and women team competition.

The 2015 Armed Forces championship comes just two weeks after the CISM Military World Games in Mung-
yeong, South Korea 2-10 October. The US Armed Forces Women took team bronze. Schrank along with the
2014 Marine Corps Marathon winner Army Capt. Meghan Curran and Air Force Staff Sgt. Emily Shertzer com-
peted in a grueling race that featured numerous elevation changes throughout the course.

The 2016 CISM Marathon will be held in Turin, Italy. Selections for the U.S. Armed Forces team will be
announced in the upcoming months. 4]

Soldiers win third consecutive Armed Forces Rugby Sevens crown

GLENDALE, Colo. (Aug. 17, 2015) by Tim Hipps, IMCOM Public Affairs -- The All-Army team won its third consecu-
tive crown at the 2015 Armed Forces Rugby Sevens Championship Tournament at Infinity Park, home of the Glen-
dale Raptors, one of the nation's premier rugby clubs, Aug. 14-15.

The Soldiers went 5-0 against teams from the Air Force, Navy, Marine Corps and Coast Guard in the Armed Forces
division of the world-class Serevi RugbyTown Sevens Tournament, which also drew teams from across the United
States, Canada, Mexico, Bermuda and the Bahamas.

Five All-Army players and their coach were named to the All-Armed Forces Team. U.S. Army World Class Athlete
Program, or WCAP, ruggers Sgt. Mattie Tago, 1st Lt. William Holder and 1st Lt. Ben Leatigaga of Fort Carson, Col-
orado, were joined by Spc. Faleniko Spino of Joint Base Lewis-McChord, Washington, and Ohio Army National
Guard Spc. Zach Forro, along with head coach Col. Mark Drown of the Utah Army National Guard.

"That's the byproduct of a good group of guys," said Drown, who tentatively plans to take the All-Armed Forces
Team to a tournament in Victoria, Canada, next spring. "l feel like the caboose because the train definitely is the
players, and when they do well, | get to ride along."

Holder scored two tries to lead All-Army to a 43-12 victory over All-Air Force in the gold-medal game. All-Army got
one try apiece from WCAP Capt. Andrew Locke, Leatigaga, Spino and Sgt. Anthony Welmers of the Michigan Army
National Guard during the Soldiers' rout of the Airmen, who got two tries from Capt. Eric Duechle of Joint Base San
Antonio, Texas.

"We knew Air Force was suffering from some injuries," Drown said. "We were fully healthy with a deep bench. Play-
ing a full 10-minute half [for the championship, as opposed to 7-minute halves in pool play] was definitely to Army's
advantage, and we did the rotation to take advantage of it. We were able to run Air Force out of their rotation, their

pattern and their depth. That's what really broke Air Force's back."

Led by the two-try performance of Tago, the Soldiers opened at noon Friday with a 52-0 shutout of the Marines.
Leatigaga, Spino, Forro, Maj. Nate Conkey of Joint Base Lewis-McChord, and Spc. Melendez-Rivera of Fort Bragg,
North Carolina, each added a try. Holder and Locke also booted three conversions apiece.

In rugby sevens play, the goal is to score as many points as possible. The game is quick and dynamic, played over
two seven-minute halves.

Teams of seven players each advance the ball down the field by passing, running, and kicking the ball to score a
try, similar to a touchdown in American football. A try is scored by touching the ball to the ground in the opponent's
try zone and is worth five points. After a try, a team has the right to score two points by placekicking the ball through
the goalposts.

"The Marines got off to a back foot and we were able to get a good score line on them," said Drown, who thought
the 52-point margin of victory was a record for All-Army in rugby sevens competition. "When Ben is moving the ball
around and spreading it, and all of a sudden he keeps it, it's pretty much guaranteed he's going to break that line.
And Mattie Tago, if you give him any room, he's going to really cause problems. A powerful runner, he is still learn-
ing. He's been in the World Class Athlete Program for about 90 days now, and | know he's learned a lot. He's going
to do nothing but grow and mature. | think he's going to be a phenomenal asset [for the U.S. national team.]"

Spino switched from football to rugby at Del Campo High School in Fair Oaks, California, because of "the brother-
hood." He since has won two Armed Forces gold medals.

"This is the best team I've ever been a part of," said Spino, 21. "l had never been a champion in any sport until | was
with the All-Army Team. | would love to be selected for WCAP. | don't know if I'm ready quite yet, but I'm definitely
working my game to get there."

Later Friday All-Army rallied from a 12-0 deficit for a 19-12 victory over All-Navy. Leatigaga, Holder and Tago scored
the tries, and Holder was good on two of three conversion attempts to keep the Soldiers unbeaten. Petty Officer 2nd
Class Brandon Smith of Virginia Beach, Virginia, and CECN Dejon Dawsey of PWD Sigonella in Sicily, Italy, tallied
tries for the Navy.

In the Friday nightcap, Holder, Faleniko, Melendez-Rivera and Tago scored tries in All-Army's 26-5 victory over All-
Coast Guard. Holder and Locke added two conversions each. Machinery Technician 2nd Class Eric Geckas of
54 Coast Guard Station Tybee Island, Georgia, scored for Coast Guard.



"The Navy and Coast Guard came out and gave us really great games," Drown said. "We just saw their athleticism,
and they've got good coaches. Those tight games were just an indicator of where our Armed Forces program overall is

going."

On Saturday, Welmers scored two tries and Forro added one to lead All-Army to a 22-12 victory over All-Air Force in
the teams' final game of pool play. Duechle and Staff Sgt. Joseph Sentino of Nellis Air Force Base, Nevada, scored
tries for the airmen.

Forro switched from high school football and wrestling to rugby and began playing with the Cleveland Crusaders, who
play throughout the Midwest, before joining the Army. He said the Armed Forces tournament was the highest level at
which he has competed.

"Getting that gold medal around your neck is the best feeling in the world," said Forro, 22, of Mentor, Ohio. "For some
of these guys, this is their third time, but for me, it's the first time. This is the most beautiful place I've ever played. The
whole experience has just been awesome.

"This is the first time I've played in a tournament like this, and hopefully not the last," Forro said. "It was a huge learning
experience, listening to some the veterans on my team. | was very happy to get the playing time that | did, and when |
did, | tried to come in and make an impact. | used my fitness and little bit of knowledge to do what | could."

Drown said that was the beauty of this All-Army squad.

"Every different player on the Army team stepped up at a different time," Drown said. "They were really good about the
changes in the lineup because | was throwing a lot of different combinations in there. Players like to get used to play-
ers, but if everybody's playing our system, it shouldn't matter who's playing right and left. We were firing on all cylin-
ders."

Drown also saluted the support his team received from WCAP and the Army National Guard.

"The Army WCAP program has been the catalyst for us being successful," he said. "I don't think we would be here win-
ning three in a row without the World Class Athlete Program because these players are playing under the WCAP and
they graciously release them to play and train with us when they are not committed to the national program. | have to
give them total kudos - it's been a force multiplier for us. | don't think we'd be holding medals without the WCAP sup-
port.

"Another thing that's been a key component is the National Guard's support through each state of having their Soldier-
rugby players available to play. This year we had four Guardsmen on the team, two who actually suited up and two
who were in the pool [of players] we had here. Not having the National Guard would have made it very hard for us to
achieve the gold medal."

The WCAP is a group of Soldiers, who are nationally and world-ranked in their respective Olympic sports. They train
full-time and compete on the national and international levels with a goal of making Olympic, Pan American Games and
U.S. World Championship teams. All-Army Sports provide Soldiers an opportunity to attend a training camp and com-
pete against teams from other branches of the U.S. military at Armed Forces Championships for several sports. The All
-Armed Forces Teams selected at those tournaments advance to additional national or international competitions.

Drown said Air Force officials have asked him how he managed to tap into the National Guard's pool of players.

"It's really just word of mouth and state support from the different commands, and it's been unbelievably successful,"
Drown said. "They can go onto Army Sevens on Facebook and hit us there, and we'll let them know where we're going
to be so we can go see them play."

All-Army has won three consecutive Armed Forces rugby sevens championships since losing the inaugural sevens
tournament to the Marines when Armed Forces switched from the 15-man format.

"It validates what these players have done over three years," Drown said. "It validates our whole concept of the total
rugby year-round, as much as possible. It validates the commands letting these guys get away to represent the U.S.
Army, so hat's off to the different commands. | know it's a burden to lose a Soldier, but what they're doing is really great
for Army morale and sports, in general, for the Armed Forces."

Navy's Hooker, Army women dominate stormy Armed Forces Triathlon

Media Activity | June 18, 2015 — Navy Lt. Kyle
Hooker led the Armed Forces Triathlon Champion-
ship all the way to finish his run in a torrential down-
pour with a combined time of 1:51:24 in Hammond,
Indiana, June 7.

In team competition, the Navy and Air Force both
finished the race with 50 points, but a tiebreaker
based on each team's seventh runner (who doesn't
normally count), put the Airmen in first place.

The Army women nearly swept their competition,
placing three of the top four finishers. Army 2nd Lt.
Samone Franzese, a medical student, finished first
with a time of 2:13:15.

"l grew up in Portland, Oregon, and | have found that | race well in rain," Franzese said. "The weather probably
helped my performance."

HOOKER LEADS PACK

Navy P-2 pilot Hooker from Naval Air Station Whidbey Island, Washington, led the race from the beginning,
finishing his 1500-meter swim in just 17:46.

The Army's Capt. Nicholas Sterghos from Fort Sill, Oklahoma, was 53 seconds behind on the swim and finished
the triathlon second with an overall time of 1:52:50.

Army 2nd Lt. Gene Barrett LeHardy, from Fort Eustis, Virginia, finished in third place overall with a time of
1:53:04, a personal best. "But Kyle Hooker owned the race," LeHardy said.

Hooker biked the 40 kilometers in 58:02, one second slower than Sterghos and LeHardy, who both finished their
laps around the lake in 58:01 -- but of course Hooker was still well out in front.

Hooker said being out front in the gusting winds took somewhat of a toll on him.

"The bike ride was the hardest part," he said, explaining that when heading into the southerly winds, he was bik-
ing up to 10 miles slower than when pedaling north.

"l was getting more tired than the pack behind us," Hooker said.

He jumped off the bike, however, to run the fastest 10 kilometers of his career at 34:46. "It was a really good race
for me," Hooker said.

"Hammond was certainly one of my better competitions," said LeHardy, whose placement earned him a first-time
spot on the Armed Forces Triathlon Team, which will compete at the Military World Games later this year in South
Korea.

Air Force 2nd Lt. Cody Bohachek of Fort Wayne, Indiana, finished the triathlon fourth with a time of 1:54:23;
Ensign Clay Petty of the U.S. Naval Academy, finished fifth at 1:55:24; and Air Force Maj. James Bales of Nellis
Air Force Base, Nevada, finished sixth with a combined time of 1:56:30.

Based on their times, all six were selected for the Armed Forces Triathlon Team that will compete in Korea.

Hooker has been on the Armed Forces Triathlon Team for seven years, but he said this year is the first time he
will have an opportunity to compete in the Military World Games, Sept. 2-12 in Korea, and he's excited about it.

Since only the top three women from each squad count in team scoring, the Army easily took the team champion-
ship with Franzese finishing first and runners coming in third and fourth.

Second place was claimed by Air Force Maj. Jamie Turner, of Joint Base Charleston, South Carolina, who had an
overall time of 2:15:28.

Army 2nd Lt. Jessica Clay, from Camp Casey, Korea, finished third after beginning with a strong swim of 20:14
and a combined time of 2:16:29.

Army 2nd Lt. Justine Emge, an Apache attack helicopter pilot, with the Missouri National Guard, now attending
flight training at Fort Rucker, Alabama, finished the race in fourth place with a time of 2:18:26.

Emge actually finished the swim - the first leg of the race - in first place with a time of 20:09 alongside Clay, who
swam 20:14.

"It's nice to come out of the water in front of the pack," Emge said. But she fell back some on the biking and then
the run, as the cold and rain was a factor. She said the wind was gusting from 15 to 25 mph on the bike course,
making it a challenge.

"Really, no triathlon ever goes as planned," she said. "The wind, even on the run, was brutal."

"There were some strong crosswinds on the bike that were particularly challenging," Franzese said, though she
was able to close the gap some before going into the run. Her group alternated drafting and "worked really well
together."

Jessica Hafey from San Diego, who
finished the triathlon in fourth place at 2:18:4; Marine Corps Capt. Christine Taranto of Monterey, California, who
finished in fifth place with a time of 2:18:57; and Air Force Capt. Stephanie Mitchell of Fort Meade, Maryland, who
finished at 2:20:05.

Hooker, Sterghos, LeHardy, Bohachek, Petty and Bales will run for the men.

With a slim roster of eight players, Army Women
captured their third consecutive Armed Forces title
defeating Navy 2-0 and Air Force 2-1. In men’s action,
Air Force returned to the top of the podium after
beating Navy 2-0 and stopping Army’s four-year
championship run, winning 2-1 at the COBO Center in
Detroit, Mich. from May 22-24.

USA takes CISM Women's Basketball bronze in 4th of July performance

ANGERS, France (July 6, 2015) -- The
U.S. Armed Forces Women's Basket-
ball Team beat host team France, 78-
41, on July 4 to win a bronze medal in
the first Conseil International du Sport
Militaire or CISM Women’s World
Basketball Championship.

Army Spc. Danielle Salley, Army Sgt.
Kimberly Smith and Air Force Staff Sgt.
Tiffanie Guthrie led the U.S. team by
posting double-doubles -- both scoring
and rebounding in the double digits
during the game in Angers, France.

USA's 6-foot-4 center Salley scored 12
points and brought down 13 rebounds.
Guthrie posted 12 points and 10 rebounds, followed by Smith’s 11-point, 12-rebound performance.

Army Sgt. Angela Tisdale and Spc. Vanessa Lamison scored 11 and 10 points respectively, while
Air Force 1st Lt. Micah Wessinger scored 10 points to round out the offensive show.

Led by Coach Army Lt. Col. William Johnson and Navy’s Tonya Strobridge, the U.S. Armed Forces
Women’s Basketball team was selected from players at the 2014 Armed Forces Women'’s
Basketball Championship at Camp Pendleton, California, Nov. 7-13.

TOUGH LOSS TO CHINA

The day before the bronze-medal game, USA lost to China in the semi-finals. Despite leading 37-31
at halftime, USA went down by one point within one minute of regulation play July 3.

China was then able to sink four unanswered free throws to win 79-74. U.S. Army Spc. Kquanise
Byrd led the U.S. effort in that game with 17 points.

China ended up taking home the silver medal after losing to Brazil by a single point. Brazil took
home the gold after prevailing 87-86 in the championship.

LOOKING FORWARD

USA began the tournament by defeating host nation France in their opener, 71-59, followed by a
dominating performance over Sri Lanka, winning 137-37. USA finished with a 3-1 record overall.

Although this was the first CISM World Women’s Basketball Championship, France hosted four
nations last year at the CISM Regional Championship in Meyenheim. The U.S. took silver behind
Brazil in 2014.

USA will host the second edition of the CISM World Women’s Basketball Championship at Marine
Corps Base Camp Pendleton, July 23-30, 2016.

Army hosts first Armed Forces women's rugby camp

FORT INDIANTOWN GAP, Pa. -- By Gary Sheftick | Defense Media Activity | August 31, 2015. Sixteen service members
reported Aug. 23 to the military's first training camp for women's rugby.

Armed Forces Sports has been working for about a decade to set up a female rugby program, said Steven Dinote, who
directs the sports program for DOD.

"It's been a struggle finding a tournament we can actually participate in," Dinote said, adding that this year when the week-
long training camp ends, the women's team will compete in the USA Rugby Elite City Sevens Tournament in Philadelphia
over the weekend.

Several women on the team said they have been waiting excitedly for Armed Forces Sports to stand up a program and
have been playing in local clubs and tournaments in the meantime to keep their skills.

Rugby has been one of the fastest-growing sports in the U.S. over the past four or five years, said Army Capt. Andrew
Locke, who volunteered to coach the women's team. He's leading the players through drills this week on the pitch at Fort
Indiantown Gap.

Locke, who was a quarterback at West Point his freshman year before switching over to rugby, played on the USA Men's
National Rugby Team last year and now serves as a talent scout and coach for the national team, also known as the Ea-
gles. In addition, he plays as scrum half for the Armed Forces Men's Team.

"The Army wanted to get this off the ground and give women an opportunity to play," Locke said. The service thought
about putting together an All-Army team, he said, but decided that the way to go -- at least for the first year -- was to estab-
lish a joint Armed Forces Team.

Marine 1st Lt. Jane Paar is player-captain of the inaugural team. Paar also plays as prop and hooker on the Women's Na-
tional Rugby Team and hopes to play with Team USA in the Olympics next year in Rio.

"This is an awesome opportunity,” Paar said of being able to captain the Armed Forces team. "I'm really excited." She said
the team has some good runners and everyone's fit.

"What more could you want on a Seven's Team?" she asked. In Seven's Rugby, seven athletes play seven-minute halves
and the game is fast.

"It's physical, it's mental, it's such a great sport!" Paar said, adding that it also helps develop military skills.
Army Capt. Simona Shipp said rugby develops teamwork.

"There's no such thing as a 'superstar' in rugby," she said, emphasizing that it takes the entire team working together to
win.

Shipp, a staff judge advocate attorney at Fort Wainwright, Alaska, plays with a Fairbanks rugby club when she's not on
duty.

She said rugby helps develop confidence, not only on the pitch, but in other fields as well. "In the middle of calamity, you
have to keep a straight head," she said.

Army Capt. Ashley Sorensen goes by the nickname "Viking" because she sometimes wears her blonde hair in two braids
when she plays. Sorensen, who serves with the 303rd Ordnance Battalion (Explosive Ordnance Detachment) at Schofield
Barracks, Hawaii, broke the Guinness world record for the fastest mile run in a full bomb suit.

Sorensen ran the mile in 11 minutes, six seconds and broke the EOD record by more than 2.5 minutes. She brings that
same speed and endurance to rugby, though she's recovering from a knee injury suffered last year when tackled high
while playing for the Hawaii Harlequins.

Air Force 2nd Lt. Emily Raney said her Army father supports her in the sport. Col. Lance Raney is chief of Consultants and
Clinical Policy at the U.S. Army Medical Command headquarters in Falls Church, Va.



The younger Raney serves at Hill Air Force Base, Utah, where she plays for the Salt Lake City Slugs recreational
rugby team. She also plays as wide receiver, safety and kicker for the Utah Falconz, a semi-pro women's tackle
football team.

Sgt. Cerrin Allyn Eldridge was one of only three enlisted players at the training camp. She's a parachute rigger for
the 725th Brigade Support Battalion at Fort Richardson, Alaska.

"I'd like to see the sport grow in the military," Eldridge said, adding that she was delighted that the Armed Forces
women's rugby program has gotten underway, as her opportunities to play in Alaska were limited.

"This gives us an opportunity to come down here and play in beautiful weather against really good teams and meet
really other really good rugby players," she said.

The female players have come together to play well as a team in just a few days, she said.

"Any kind of rugby team, usually the minute we meet, we all of a sudden start bonding," Eldridge said. "We all play
one of the roughest sports out there.

Navy Petty Officer 3rd Class Mallory Michaels, a corpsman, was another enlisted player at the training camp. She
serves as a full-timer at a Navy Reserve Operational Support Center in New Hampshire.

Michaels said she has broken her wrist and all 10 of her fingers at one time or another playing rugby. Sometimes
she just splinters them in cardboard to get back in the game that she says she loves so much.

As a corpsman, Michaels said she often helps treat other players injured at rugby club games, even though she's off
duty. She said the sport not only provides her fitness training, it also provides training in her rate or military occupa-
tional specialty.

Michaels began playing rugby at Lock Haven University in central Pennsylvania. She said she felt right at home at
Fort Indiantown Gap as Black Hawk helicopters flew along a ridge of the Blue Mountains in the background.

None of the players seemed to notice the helicopters landing and taking off as they practiced scrums, rucks, mauls,
passing and tackling on this warm August afternoon. They were preparing to scrimmage against several of the
Armed Forces Men's Rugby Team there to help with practice.

Wasil earns gold, two bronze in CISM Swimming/Para-Swimming Open

Fontainebleau, France — Competing in the men’s division, Army Sgt. Elizabeth Wasil of Fort Carson, Colo. captures gold
in the Para-Swimming 100m breaststroke with a time of 1:27.66 at the 2015 Conseil International du Sport Militaire (CISM)
World Military Swimming & Para-Swimming Open at the French National Defense Sports Center Feb. 4-5.

Throughout the two-day event, 90 military competitors from 12 nations competed in the first ever integrated CISM Swim-
ming competition featuring both able-bodied athletes and wounded, ill and injured Service members. With only two fe-
male para-swimmers registered, the organizers agreed to the allow the women athletes to compete within the men’s divi-
sion.

“Being treated as an equal next to some very kind and impressive athletes that just so happened to be male was out-
standing,” said Wasil. “They treated me with a respect that made me feel confident in my ability to race. | was honored to
stand next to them behind the blocks and on the podium.”

Serving as the lone U.S. competitor, Wasil turned heads on Feb. 4th after capturing bronze in both the 50m breaststroke
and 50m backstroke — and reached the finals, placing fifth in the 100m freestyle.

The next day, Wasil reached the top of the podium in the 100m breaststroke, resulting in a standing ovation from the
crowd and fellow swimmers.

Sgt. Wasil, who is classified as a S10 competitor by the International Paralympic Committee (IPC), competed in the modi-
fied CISM Para-Swimming ISC category. This category includes athletes with one non-functional leg, various amputee
conditions and other disabilities listed within the IPC S9 and S10 categories.

It was during her deployment to Iraq in 2010 where Wasil sustained bi-lateral hip injuries. Wasil spent months recovering
from multiple surgeries which resulted in the loss of function to her lower left leg. It was during this time during recovery,
where Wasil began swimming. Shortly thereafter, Wasil would meet the national standard and be selected to the Army’s
World Class Athlete Program as well as the national team.

While traveling to the 2014 Invictus Games this past Sept., Wasil fell ill and was hospitalized. Her condition worsened and
was placed on life support. Continuing her fighting spirit, Wasil defied all odds and after recovering over the next few
months, she once again entered to pool to resume her training.

“l was so impressed with Sgt Wasil's strength of character and personal commitment to excellence”, the Official CISM
Representative Maj. Gen. Christine Whitecross of Canada, “she is a true inspiration to those of us who can only try to
understand what she has been through. A true champion already!”

Overall, Sgt. Wasil earned three medals and reached the finals for both 100m and 50m freestyle (7th place). In addition,
she would compete on an international para-relay team with swimmers from Ecuador, Italy and Germany. For the final
event, the CISM organizers conducted the first 8x50m relay race to feature male and female athletes and para-swimmers
grouped together. This event embodied CISM’s motto, “Friendship through Sport”.

“The medals meant a great deal to me because the past year | have had was very difficult,” said Wasil. In September
2013, Germany hosted the CISM Integrated Track and Field Championship in Warendorf, which was the first integrated
Para-sporting event in CISM’s history. The United States delegation featured five para-athletes and captured 12 medals. It
was here that Wasil made her CISM debut earning gold in the women’s 100m, 200m and 1,500m wheelchair races.

Wasil is currently on the USA Para-Swimming National Team and will continue training in preparation for the 2016 Para-
lympic Games in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil.

Eight of those medals were earned by wounded warriors who competed for the first
time in the Conseil International du Sport Militaire (CISM) Military World Games.

The CISM Military World Games are held every four years, one year before the Olympic
Summer Games. This year Team USA won gold in women's sailing and formation sky-
diving, as well as silver in Greco-Roman wrestling. The women's golf team earned a
silver medal, the men's golf team earned bronze, and USA women earned a bronze
team medal in the marathon.

The 2015 CISM Military World Games was one of the largest delegations that U.S.
Armed Forces Sports sent overseas since the 1999 Games in Zagreb, Croatia. The total

delegation size of 244 included 157 athletes, along with 87 coaches, staff, to include
medical personnel, public affairs teams and international referees.
